● Communicating with and supporting teachers
● Documenting student progress
● Planning for and implementing lessons in Lower School learning environments
● Maintaining standards of student behavior and supervise students
● Maintaining professional competence through professional development 
● Participating in curriculum development, faculty meetings, and student sponsorship as 

needed
