LOWER SCHOOL DRESS CODE 2024 - 2025

General Requirements for All Students
● All clothing should fit appropriately, not too tightly or too loosely, with no holes or fraying.
● Outerwear (coats, hats, caps, hoods) may not be worn inside school buildings.
● Small logos are permitted. Small implies no bigger than a playing card.

○ NCS Logos are permitted.
● On Spirit Days (Norfolk: Friday, Beach: Wednesday), students may wear blue jeans or athletic

joggers with hoodies, t-shirts, or sweatshirts that are NCS colors or NCS branded
○ Leggings are not permitted (unless worn under a skirt, jumper, or polo dress).

● All items purchased from French Toast or NCS are permissible.

Shirts
● Any solid color short or long-sleeved polo shirt
● Any solid color button down shirt
● Solid color means the shirt does not have any kind of pattern and is one color

Shorts/Pants/Polo Dresses/Jumpers
● All shorts, skorts, and polo dresses/jumpers must reach mid-thigh. Administration and staff

will make the final decision regarding questionable length.
● Skirts, jumpers, and polo dresses must be worn with leggings, shorts, or pants underneath.

○ Leggings worn under these garments must be a solid color.
● Khaki, gray, blue, or black uniform pants and shorts: must have pockets, no cargo style or

sweatpant styles
● No athletic shorts are to be worn during the school day

Outer Layering
● Any solid color sweater, blazer, sweatshirt, hoodie, or fleece
● Small logos are permitted. Small implies no bigger than a playing card.
● Outer layers may only be worn over a visible dress-code shirt.

Footwear
● Closed toe shoes with backs only. Sneakers must be worn for PE. Crocs may be worn on

non-PE days and must be worn in sports mode.
